Web Coordinator Tips

· Get involved

· Help out!

· Get to know the scientists and crew

· Learn and understand their work

· There is more than science!  

· Goal: To document the whole mission
· Logs: 

· Look for interesting aspects and topics

· Discuss in light of the mission, expand to exploration and the pursuit of knowledge

· Topics not already covered on the web

· Saying THANKS to help outside the science team

· Photos:

· Use interesting angles

· Show faces!

· Save images in folders including date and last name of photographer

· Log Images: create two folders- one with final web versions and one with the original high resolution images

· You might want to create an excel document and paste image titles, credits and captions as you go. 

· Highlight Images

· Gather best of images as you go if possible, but towards the end make an announcement during a science meeting requesting people’s favorite images from the expedition. 

· Make sure you thoroughly discuss and everyone thoroughly understands that these images will be given to the media and placed in the public domain. Image credits beyond handing off the CD will be out of your control. 

· A compromise that can be reached in some cases is requesting a lower quality version of an image so it can not be used, eg. On the front of a magazine cover.

· Include an excel document with image title, credit, institution and informative caption.

· Videography: Highlights Video

· Make a list of shots you want BEFORE the mission, and as you go

· Check off the list as you collect video footage

· Don’t wait until the end to start collecting footage from the ROV- this can be an enormous task. Go through the tapes while the ship is underway, or during other downtime. 

· Save digital projects of “highlight” moments as you go

· Caffeine: the best and strongest coffee is usually on the bridge of the ship
