Highlight Image CD
A collection of 10-15 “best of” high resolution images from the cruise. These images may overlap with some of the imagery posted on the website, but can certainly include additional images not posted with the online cruise coverage.

Images that may be included:

· A great image of the vessel

· Technology being used

· Images pertaining to discoveries or advancements made during the cruise (think “first, deepest, longest, etc.), eg. new species, hydrothermal vents, deep sea coral, chemosynthetic creatures, an artifact from a shipwreck, etc. 

· Great sonar images if sonar was a primary technology.

· Primary technology deployment

· Great images of sea life or other marine resources

· Great shot of the Chief Scientist and other PI’s at work

· Students at work

· Ship’s crew and/or science team working together

· Group shot of everyone who took part in the cruise

· A chart of the expedition area, if appropriate for release

· Anything else weird and wonderful!

The most newsworthy image should be placed first on a CD. Images should be included as JPEG, TIF or GIF files in the highest resolution available. A word or excel document containing the filename, photographer/author, and cruise-related caption for each image should be included with the collection. The collection should be approved by the Web Coordinator, Chief Scientist and contributing photographers. The final images and associated document should be burned onto a CD during the cruise and a copy provided to the ship and each member of the science team (or a member representing each Institution). Ten additional copies (15 to 20 if significant news is involved) should be made while on board and be ready to hand off to NOAA’s Office of Ocean Exploration and any requesting media venues when the Web Coordinator steps off the ship.

*If a scientist does not want an image to be published widely in large, printed format, but would like to share it as part of the “highlights” collection, a scientist may elect to provide an image at a smaller resolution if the subject is very important (ie. a new species, sonar image of a shipwreck).
