Highlights Video
The “Highlights video” is an 8-12 minute collection of some of the “best of” video footage collected during the cruise, and other footage representing signature segments of the mission.  Generally, video clips should not exceed one minute each, unless extended time is needed to fully communicate an event of significant news interest.  The tape should be accompanied by a narrative description. “Wild sound,” or natural sound, especially the voices of excited scientists as they view a discovery, may add to the news and public interest value of a particular video clip, and so should be considered. Footage should include ROV footage from any deep-sea discoveries, great general footage captured of underwater resources investigated during the cruise (deep sea coral community, shipwreck, hydrothermal vent, etc.), and any “first, deepest, best,” etc.  

Additional footage should include:

· The vessel

· Primary technology deployment

· A brief clip of the Chief Scientist stating where they are located and what they are doing. Objectives.

· Great footage of the area being explored

· Scientists at work

And might include:

· Scenic footage of the surroundings

· Students at work

· Technicians at work

· First look at samples brought on board

· Ship’s crew and/or science team working together

· Incoming sonar data with specialist’s explanation

· Anything else weird and wonderful!

The most newsworthy video clip should be placed first on the MiniDV. The highlights video should include a narrative description of each segment (if not already included in the audio), and be output as a MiniDV tape. A document containing the written narrative, and time codes for each segment including a written description should be included with the tape.  

The video should be approved by the Web Coordinator, Chief Scientist and any other contributing Videographer. A copy of the video should be provided to the ship and a member of each Institution taking part in the cruise. Ten additional copies (15 to 20 if significant news is involved) should be made while on board and be ready to hand off to NOAA’s Office of Ocean Exploration and any requesting media venues when the Web Coordinator steps off the ship.
